Bowes Railway Museum  

 

 
 

 
Project: The Bowes Railway is the only working standard gauge rope-

hauled railway remaining. Located on the site of Springwell 
Colliery, the ropeway hauled coal from the surrounding 
coalfields and on down to the staithes at Jarrow by gravity 
activated inclines. 

 The wagon shops at Bowes Railway Museum form part of the 
scheduled monument. English Heritage have identified the mid 
19th century building and associated sheds (including “Butlins”) 
as being at risk and are part funding the repairs. 

 The buildings are to be made safe and useable for heritage 
workshops, exhibition spaces and storage. Phase 1 is to 
secure the structures and make them weather tight.
